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	What Your Child Learned Today..

That will save their life!!


Today, Burton Firefighters played a game with your child, and:
	· Taught your child “what’s hot, what’s not”
· Taught your child to stay away from hot items
· Taught your child “what are tools, what are toys”
· Taught your child matches and lighters are adult tools 
· Taught your child to tell an adult when they see matches and lighters
· Taught your child what a smoke detector sounds like, and the need to “get out and stay out!”




You can help Burton Firefighters keep your child safe by:
	· Show to your child all the hot items in your home

· Teach your child that matches and lighters are adult tools for work - not toys, and to tell you when they see them lying around
· Show them your home’s smoke detectors and what they sound like

· Practice with your child on what they should do when they hear the detector. Remember, don’t open hot doors and that windows are exits too –don’t hide!!
· Do not teach your child to ignore the sound of the smoke detectors by dismissing accidental activations during cooking, that is the best time to practice your family fire drill!!



Firefighter’s Homework

Does your child know what your smoke detector sounds like?

Where are they located?

Every 79 seconds a house fire is reported! 80% of all children who die in a fire will do so in a home without a working smoke alarm.

Today we discussed smoke alarms and what they sound like and what your child should do. Often times your children identify the sound of a smoke detector to mom or dad waving a newspaper to shut it off.

Tonight, if your house catches fire, will your child escape at the sounds of the smoke alarm, or wait for mom and dad to shut it off. 

DO NOT DISMISS ACCIDENTAL ACTIVATIONS!!
We have shown our child where our smoke detectors are and what they sound like! Our child SHOWED us what they would do!
